Pearson’s—continuous variable with normal distribution

Case:

A mother of a 13 y.o. developmentally delayed female is concerned with her daughter’s flirtatious behavior and the possibility of sexual activity.  She is considering initiating contraception, but a friend told her it would cause problems including poor bone mineralization. This concerns her since her doctor just told her she has osteoporosis. Knowing that hormonal contraception has been associated with poor bone mineralization you wonder if there are interventions you can recommend for her daughter to increase her bone mineralization? 
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
